Story of the week 

Reb Sholom Ber Goldshmit, 
the meat supplier for the Rebbe's 
home related (Kfar Chabad maga-
zine, Issue 985): 

One year the Rebbetzin 
called me up before Pesach” and 
asked me whether we have a separate grinder for Pesach. I an-
swered that we do not, since we keep the grinder clean from cho-
metz all year round. The Rebbetzin said that this would not do, as 
she would not be able to serve such meat to the Rebbe. So we 
bought a separate grinder, which was used only for the Rebbetzin's 
meat. 

When the Rebbe was in Paris in 5707, Reb Yankel Lipskar 
prepared separate wine for the Rebbe, as the Rebbe was not happy 
with the wine available Reb Yankel also bought new cutlery and 
dishes for the Rebbe to use, and attached a tag to them so that 
they not be confused with the other dishes The Rebbe insisted that 
he toivel the dishes himself, and not let anyone else do it for him!
